After the antemna was installed on the
roof, the repeater was attached to the
feedline, The results were very gratifye
ing as the signal was improved to all of
the users except one, Me, I couldntt
hit it or hear it f£rom home, but since no
one else had a problem with the coverage,
I suffered in silence listening to the

nelch-leak hise at home and using the
repeater mobile as often as possible,

As all tube-type electronic devices do
eventually, the repeater required service
from time to time, WB60OL, who does all
the work, and I were getting tired of the
long commute to the repeater site; he
from Sunnyvale to Castro Valley, and both
of us from there to El Cerrito, It was
decided to move the repeater again, when
and if a suitable site should become a=-
vailable, v

At about that time I became affiliated |

with the County of Alameda Radio Amateur
Civil Emergency Service group, the Ala-
meda County Radio Club. An unused hill-
top site in San Leandro, very close to my
home for servicing considerations, was
soon to be put to RACES communications
use, Inasmich as RACES had no UHF re-
peater at the time, I suggested that the
NCCC offer WR6ADM for RACES use on a prie
ority basis for drills, exercises, and of
course, real emergencies, in exchange for
a good site with quick access,

The club agreed, and for what seemed
* . Pete like the umpteenth time, he and I
w_at to El Cerrito, This time we loaded
the repeater in Pete's truck for what was
to be the next to last time, Down came
the antenna from the pleasantly dry tile
roof, and away we wente

Since the new site was to be uninhabite

ed, we decided to build a control system
into the repeater before final installa-
tion, Off to Sunnyvale went Pete and
the repeater for the last time, Pete
designed, Bruce Swearingen (N6TU, also
WB6LPK) and Pete built, and Pete in-
stalled the control system decoder: off,
on, continuous carrier, and ID'er trig-
ger, While this project was underway,
Pete came up with 75 feet of 7/8 inch
Heliax for a new low~loss feedline,

Some time thereafter, the final trip
in Pete's trunk for the repeater was ac-
complished, A convenient hinged mast
with feedline insulators that fit the
Heliax perfectly was already in place on
the site, The trusty Cushcraft four-
stack was mounted, the feedline run and
connected to the repeater, the "On'' com-
mand sent, and Voilal The coverage was
better than ever, and the NCCC was doing
itts share toward providing emergency
communications for the citizens of Ala=-
meda County. One bonus for me was that
I could now hit the repeater from home
instead of having to drive down the road
to a hot spot!

Recently Pete came across a used
Prodlin commercial 5 dB omni-directional
antenna. I bought it, Pete and I in=-
stalled it, and the club re-imbursed me
for the new antenna and sold the old one
at auction to high-bidder Carl Cook,
WA6JUD, during the May '77 meeting in
Hayward. .

Coverage is better than ever with the
new antenna, and the repeater is open 24
hours a day for use., Come on up to UHF
and join those of us who can be found on
WR6ADM,

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CONTESTING CANADIAN STYLE

Where do you go to try to win a contest?
In the IARU Radiosport Championship, the
rules pointed to either the Caribbean or
VE7, and VE7 was chosen because it was less
expensive and we thought it would be nice
to see Vancouver and Victoria, (Besides, I
met Henry, VE7WJ, last year in Washington,
and received permission from him to use his
super-station for any big contest,)

So, armed with a carload of radio equip-
ment and a Canadian-American dictionary
WAGVEF and I left Monday morning, July ﬁth,
for the "Frozen North." We stayed at
WA7RKN's house on Monday evening, and hit
the Evergreen State on Tuesday night, stay-
ing at K7SS' and K7RA's place in Seattle,

The next day found us at W7FU's helping
put up a 56 element 2 meter beam at 100
feet, Other highlights of the day included
receiving obscene phone calls from some
little kids and watching Gordy's dog hunt
for garter snakes in the brush. That night
we had dinner with K78S, WA70TT, W7FU,
K7JA, and other members of the Washington
contest fraternity,

We arrived in Beautiful British Columbia
on Thursday afternoon and cleared a path
through the tundra to Henry's place where,
upon seeing the antennasg, thoughts turned
from travel pains to KB! Imagine seeing
three 120 foot towers, with 3 on 40, 7 on
10, 6 on 15, and 7 on 20} Then Henry came
out of the house and said how we were going
to assemble and put up three more 4 element
beams by the next day., There went the Van-~
couver and Victoria visits! Five minutes
before the contest started, we were still
desperately trying to put up the second
beam,

The contest was fun, with good JA open~
ings and lots of CW activity. I can still
recall Henry scolding us many times for
leaving the prop-pitch indicators om, each
time reminding us that it would burn out if
left on too long., We had to untie a rope
on the Big 40 to turn it, but it seemed
worthwhile after working a ZS6 long path
Sunday morning on 40 (we got a 419 report!)
Our third op, Andy, VE7CGY, was excited
when he worked a UBF. Sure enough, when we
looked, it was UB@ZO,

The final tallies? 2768 Q's by 110 af-
ter dupes. We left Sunday night, very
tired, leaving Henry with one beam still to
g0 up.

spotting net assistance; multi-single,

-multiple operators, one active trans-

mitter, multiple active receivers, no
spotting net assistance; multi-multi,
multiple operators, multiple transmit-
ters (one signal per band).

Suggested frequencies: 1800-1820,
3530-3550, 7030-7050, 14030-14050,
Stations may be worked on each band,
Try 160 during the last half hour.

You must make the entire exchange
as follows: his call, your call, serijal
number, your nickname, state/provinc
country, For example: WA7NIN de K@TO
NR32 Tod Mn., A valid contact is a com-
pletely correctly copied and logged
two-way exchange between a North Amer-
ican station and another station, Pro=
per logging requires the time of each
contact, Iog each band separately,
Serial numbers must be sequential by
time., N.A. stations are defined by the
rules used for CQWW,

Scoring: N.,A, stations multiply to-
tal valid contacts by the sum of
states/VE multipliers/countries to get
final score, Others multiply valid
contacts by the sum of states/VE mult-
ipliers/N.A. countries, KH6 is not
counted as a state and is not an N.A,
country, VE multipliers are Maritime
(VE1, VOl, VO2, etc,.) and each VE call
district VE2 through VES,

No.A, stations note: If a station
calling CQ NA is called by another
station and makes a valid exchange with
him, he cannot then call CQ again on
that frequency (nor can he solicit con-
tacts by calling QRZ, QRZ?, ?, etc,)

He must move plus/minus 5 kHz before
calling CQ NA again. He may answer a
CQ NA on the frequency and, following
a valid exchange, cal{ CQ NA on that
frequency, however,

ber 10 to be eligible for trophies and a-

wards, An entry consists of a summary
sheet showing valid contacts by band, to=-
tal multipliers, total score, name/call
of operator, station call, and the state-
ment, "I have observed the conditions of
entry," followed by the signatures of all

operators; and a complete legible log of

all contacts (indicate dupes) by band
with indication by numbered sequence of
each multiplier claimed, and a separate
check sheet for each band., Forms may be
homemade or patterned after those shown
in the National Contest Journal. o

Club competition is limited to a maxi-
mum of 15 operators as a single club en-
try unit, Clubs with more than 15 mem-
bers may submit more then one entry unit,
but are no longer required to select
their teams via a random drawing method.
To qualify as a club entry unit, the
names/calls of each operator in the unit
must be registered with the contest co=-
erdinator (W60AT) before 6:30 p.m, Sept,

Jo  Changes may be made in the unit mem=-

bers up to that deadline, This rule also
limits multi-multi entries to a maximum
of 15 operators if they are a club entry.
Multi-multis, multi-singles, and singles
can be combined in a single unit, but the
{gtal number of operators cannot exceed

There are no distance requirements nor
meeting requirements for a club entry
unit, The only requirement is preregis-
tration of the club -entry group. An en-
try may be disqualified on the basis of
ineligibility, non-correctness, illegal
operation, violations of the conditions
of entry, or nonethical operation. Such
disqualification is at the discretion of
the NCJ Contest Review Committee,
